1 Embellish your piece using any technique you have always wanted to try: enbroidery, beading,
painting, yoyos, ruching, 3D, couching, crazy quilting, thread painting, zippers, fringe, sequins,
or any other embellishment.
1 On a 3"x5" card, identify the techniques you tried.
1 Your creation should be made between 10/2018 and 9/2019.
1 One entry per person will be accepted.
1 Completed challenge quilts will be displayed and voted on at the September 2019 meeting.
